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Editorial

Yet another eventful year comes to an end and it's time to thank all our donors, partners and associates for all their whole-hearted
support for all our events and campaigns in the past year. Both the Foundations have set new records in the respective countries. Today,
Mission for Vision (MFV) is one of the largest facilitator of free community eye care program in India, while Tulsi Chanrai Foundation
(TCF) continues to provide multi-level health care programs across Nigeria year after year.

MFV partner hospitals have performed more than 160,000 surgeries in 2010-11. We are also glad to inform that the activities of both
the partner groups of Mission for Vision i.e. Sankara Nethralaya and Sankara Eye Care Institutions have continued on the expansion
path to extend the facilities to North and East India. In fact, Sankara Eye Care Institutions have already started the construction of their
hospital in Ludhiana (Punjab) and have identified land in Kanpur in Uttar Pradesh. Mission for Vision intends to start two new
partnerships with hospitals in Guwahati and Tirupathi from June 2011.

Nigeria-based TCF was also acknowledged for its notable contribution to the West African society by the Federal Government. TCF will
soon sign an agreement with the Federal Government of Nigeria, Ministry of Water, for a partnership program for rehabilitation of 1,000
hand pumps across 18 States of Nigeria. The partnership program for rehabilitation of hand pumps in Taraba State with TY Danujama
Foundation was renewed to expand the same across the State. TCF also intends to take up the construction of a Super Speciality Eye
Hospital in Abuja in 2011.

The G D Chanrai Memorial Hospital in Nigeria continues to relentlessly serve the community. Complicated pregnancies, which could
result in tragedy for the mother or child, are managed successfully here. GDCMH recorded 3,055 patient visits between January and
March 2011, of which 1,448 were first visits (new patients). GDCMH registered 120 new Ante-Natal mothers and delivered 74 babies.
The hospital also admitted 125 patients for conditions such as severe malaria, measles, gastroenteritis, malnutrition, pneumonia,
typhoid, complications relating to pregnancy and hypertension. The hospital has become the referral centre of choice for in-patient
care particularly to pregnancy related complications and for nutritional rehabilitation of malnourished children.

The success stories are many. Take the case of Aishatu Hammadu and Aminu Usman. Aishatu Hammadu(?) was referred to GDMCH from
Meltara HP with severe Malaria and Diarrhoea, also complained of a history of multiple drug allergies. Hammadu was admitted and
carefully treated with special care to avoid any allergic reactions. She recovered well and was discharged in a satisfactory condition.
Another patient treated in this time was Amina Usman(2), a 26-year-old woman in her fourth pregnancy. GDCMH safely delivered her
child on March 3, 2011. The next day, Usman complained that the child was refusing to feed and was crying excessively. On
examination, hospital staff found that the baby was febrile and had a purulent discharge from both eyes. The child was immediately
kept on an intensive treatment with oral antibiotics, antibiotic eye drops and other supportive treatment. Subsequently, Usman and
her baby recovered well and were discharged from GDCM on March 26, 2011.
