The past couple of months have been eventful for the Mission for Vision and the Tulsi Chanrai Foundation as many companies and
financial institutions continued to partner with us to our eye care initiatives in Nigeria and India.

The First City Monument Bank Plc (FCMB) partnered with TCF once again for the "Priceless Gift of Sight” campaign last December as
they did in 2009. Free cataract surgeries were conducted on around 900 underprivileged people under this project.

Afren, an independent oil and gas exploration and production company also partnered with TCF's Calabar Eye Centre to provide
surgical eye care to 104 people. Taking a strong corporate social responsibility step, the Enpee Group of Companies joined hands with
TCF for a screening program of its 1,267 of its employees, out of which 22 were finally identified for cataract surgery. We hope many
more companies take a leaf out of Enpee's initiative and join hands for the social hands for the social development of Nigeria.

Closer home, Mission for Vision partnered with had the Standard Chartered Bank's "Seeing is Believing” program in two locations. Under
this, Vision Centres are to be established to provide eye care at the doorsteps of the urban and rural poor. The Kolkata Urban
Comprehensive Eye Project is aimed for provide quality eye care for people living in slums. The project has gained momentum in the
past three months as Mission for Vision set up two Vision Centres in the urban slums and worked hard to motivate the community to
benefit from it. In Nasik, our own Tulsi Eye Hospital joined hands with the Standard Chartered Bank and N M Budhrani Trust to set a
Vision Centre under the same program.

It is heartening to note that Mission for Vision's partner hospital Sankara Eye Care Institution has began the construction of its
ambitious 100-bed eye hospital in Ludhiana, Punjab. This is the 13th partner hospital for us, which is expected to be operational in
January 2012,
